THE CRIMEA.
On the 16th the French and English troops opened fire
on Scbustopol. The fire extended from the Quarastine
%0 the Malukoff. Suspended during the night, it was ro-
sumed with redoubled vigour on the 17th, and coutinued
on the 16¢h.
According to the Prench journals, it inflioted enormovs
damage on the enemy.
On the 17th a wagazine of shells in the Malakoff was
blown up. Six mortars had been simultaneously fred on
the spot.
